The time for your preparations for the 2010 Public Practice Examination (PPE) has begun and to this end we take great pleasure in inviting you to participate in the 2010 IRBA Support Programme. 
Focus of the 2010 IRBA Support Programme 

The IRBA is committed to the achievement of its transformation objectives for the profession. Currently, the number of persons registered with the IRBA to perform the statutory audit function is not sufficiently representative of the country’s population. The IRBA is acutely aware of this deficiency and wishes to take pro-active steps to address the matter. In this regard the IRBA will be presenting a Support Programme for all Black (African, Coloured and Indian) candidates who have been unsuccessful in previous attempts to pass the PPE. 
The 2009 Support Programme proved to be extremely successful in preparing repeat candidates for the 2009 PPE. Without exception, candidates who attended the 2009 Support Programme out-performed other repeat candidates on every question in the 2009 PPE. 
Overview of the 2010 IRBA Support Programme 

· The Support Programme will provide an opportunity for success to repeat Black candidates, who have been unsuccessful in previous attempts to pass the PPE, by preparing them through structured contact sessions (lectures), tutorials, assignments, mock exams, etc. for the 2010 PPE. Attention will be given to exam technique, study skills and other relevant factors which have been highlighted in the Examiners’ Comments on the PPE as factors contributing to candidates’ lack of success in the PPE.  
· The programme will include a review of candidates’ previous PPE attempts in order to ascertain areas in need of development. Candidates are required to apply to the IRBA through the Access to Information Act for their 2009 PPE scripts.  
· The Support Programme will provide candidates with the opportunity to receive constructive feedback on tutorials, assignments and exams. The programme will also offer individual coaching sessions to candidates who may require more personal attention and support.  
· The Support Programme providers will be NSOA Learning (Pty) Ltd (NSOA) in association with the Joint Venture Board Course (JVBC). 
· The 2010 Support Programme is subsidized by Fasset, which is the Sector Education and Training Authority (Seta) for Finance, Accounting, Management Consulting and other Financial Services.

Registration
The application form for registration, and the course outline with provisional contact session dates are attached. The closing date for registration is 28 May 2010.
Fees

Fees for the 2010 IRBA Support Programme
The subsidized fee for Black repeat candidates is R4000.00, which includes the fees for NSOA and JVBC. Fees are payable by 31 May 2010. 
PLEASE NOTE: Candidates applying to register for the 2010 IRBA Support Programme must register through the IRBA in order to receive the subsidized fee. The cost of the Support Programme includes the JVBC course registration, material and lectures.
The Support Programme registration fee does not include the registration fee for the 2010 PPE.
Candidates who register for the Support Programme through the IRBA will be enrolled on, and will be expected to attend the JVBC “Public Course” programme and not the “Distance Learning Course” programme as there are attendance requirements for this support programme.
